The protective clothing is worn when working in
cold storage facilities. To provide optimum pro-
tection, the clothing must be worn as a complete
outfit (parka — dungarees, blouson — dungarees or
overalls), in addition to the correct headwear, hand
protection and protective footwear.

Standard DIN EN ISO 20471 does not differentiate
between professional and non-professional use.
It is concerned generally with all hazardous situ-
ations where there is a danger of not being seen
and exclusively with warning clothing for high risk
scenarios. The clothing is subdivided into classes 1,
2 and 3.

Design

The recognisable shape of the human body is
emphasised. Fluorescent material and horizontal
reflective stripes should encircle the torso and,
when available, trouser legs and sleeves. Products
in class 3 must encircle the torso and have either
sleeves with reflective stripes or long trouser legs
with reflective stripes.

Therefore warning vests or warning dungarees
may not be certified individually for class 3. Clear
combinations of horizontal and vertical retroreflec-
tive stripes offer the best visual contrast against
most backgrounds.
